Examples from coding process: Data extracts, codes and themes 
Below are examples from the coding procedure. The analysis process included multiple rounds of coding and the examples are drawn from the final phase, where themes were identified and labelled. The examples are translated into English from the original language for the interviews and analysis (Swedish). In the extracts, the participant with Parkinson’s disease is abbreviated PPD, the close communication partner CCP, and the interviewer I. A transcription symbol glossary is included below.

Interviewer: Does it require effort from you to put more strength behind it?
PPD: ((in a strong voice)) Yes, it requires that you take a grip, a bit, and tell yourself ”Now I shall speak louder, now I shall think louder and speak louder”. Then you kind of have to keep hold of the breath, so you can continue in that way. And that can be a bit exhausting sometimes to ensure speech loudness remains.
